Students will understand that a Dewey Decimal Number




is assigned to each book.  This number places the book





in one of the ten general subject areas of Dewey.  We call




this number  a “call number” or a “spine label”.

Within each of the major subject groups there will be sub 



classifications.  They are more specific subjects.  Point out 



that the Dewey number for animals, insects, birds etc. in 



general is 590, but each type of creature has a specific 



Dewey
number, putting books about each type in the same 



place on the shelf.
