Slide 1. What is the #1 Internet site for Utah students to find trusted information?

Slide 2. UTAH’S ONLINE LIBRARY of course!  onlinelibrary dot uen dot org is the Internet address.  The address and the logo tell us that this site is for students in Utah schools. 
Slide 3. UTAH’S ONLINE LIBRARY is for all Utah residents.  It is available from schools and public libraries.  We can reach UTAH’S ONLINE LIBRARY from home computers using a login name and password.   The password changes every August.  This year’s password is _______ (Have students write the password on their UTAH’S ONLINE LIBRARY bookmarks).  Let’s take a look at some of the databases: 
First: CultureGrams

***If you have talked to the teacher and have a topic relevant to the class please use that topic for the following steps***

Slide 4. Notice all the information available in this database:  Where would you go to find information on one of the states? You’re right States Edition.
Slide 5. What was the first state in our country?  Delaware because it was the first to ratify or accept the U.S. Constitution.  What can this database teach us about Delaware?
Slide 6. What are some of the things we can learn about Delaware on this site? (Accept some reasonable answers.)

Slide 7. Next, let’s go one of the largest libraries in the world, the Library of Congress in Washington D.C.

Slide 8. Review the collection highlights featured on the home page.  The library has digitized and organized documents and pictures from all aspects of American History.  Choose a collection relevant to the class or do a search on a relevant topic.
Slide 14. Let’s try a topic from science this time.  EBSCO is a great resource.

Slide 15. Choose Explora
Slide 16. Type “life cycle” with quotation marks AND “frog” to find information on the life cycle of a frog.

Slide 17. Open a couple of articles to find the best information on the life cycle of a frog.
Slide 18. Pretty cool.  Along with these pictures, we find helpful information.

Slide 19. Now your can quickly answer this question.

Slide 20. UTAH’S ONLINE LIBRARY of course!  Ask your teacher if you can do a research project using UTAH’S ONLINE LIBRARY.  Please take the papers home to remind you how to access UTAH’S ONLINE LIBRARY from your home computer, and remember that the password will change next summer.
